Selection will be based upon Document Verification, performance in Sports Trials and
assessment of sports achievement & educational qualification etc. Selection will be
conducted by North Western Railway, Headquarter, Jaipur for vacancies of
Head Quarter Quota and by respective Division/Workshop for vacancies of
Divisions/Workshop Quota.

After scrutiny of applications by Scrutiny Committee short-listed eligible candidates
will be called for Document Verification & Trial of sports performance.
